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Missouri Primary Election

The Missouri Primary Election is Tuesday, August 5, 2008. The polls are open from &:00 a.m.
until 7:00 p.m. Those individuals in line at 7:00 p.m. will be allowed to vote.

Missouri does not require voters to be formally registered in a political party.
However, you may vote in only one party's primary. When you vote in a primary, you must tell the
election judge which party's ballot you want, then you will vote for the candidate of your choice.
